
What is Ford ACE?

Ford Automo�ve Career Explora�on is a partnership program between Ford Motor Company, Ford/Lincoln dealerships, and 
secondary and post-secondary educa�onal ins�tu�ons. The intent of the program is to raise awareness and increase interest in 
career opportuni�es within the automo�ve industry, ul�mately as a service technician. 

There are no fees to educa�onal ins�tu�ons to par�cipate in the Ford ACE program.  The only requirement for a school to 
par�cipate is to be sponsored by a local Ford/Lincoln dealership. 

Students a�ending a Ford ACE partnership school can obtain valuable knowledge of Ford/Lincoln vehicle systems by comple�ng 
Web-Based Training (WBT) via our Learning Management System (LMS).  These courses are a subset of the same courses taken by 
our current dealership technicians.  By comple�ng these WBT courses, the students are one step closer towards a career in the 
automo�ve industry, beginning as an entry level automo�ve service technician at a Ford/Lincoln dealership.

If you choose to a�end one of our Technical Career Entry 
Programs or accept a posi�on at a Ford/Lincoln dealership, you will be given credit for the courses you have successfully 
completed.  By having completed these courses, you will have a compe��ve edge when seeking employment at a 
Ford/Lincoln dealership.
